Group. The National Standard is that “the local authority will give effect to supervision
requirements with no condition of residence within 15 days of date of issue by the children’s
hearing”

The indicator excludes those cases where the hearing imposes a condition of residence on the
child. That is, where the child is placed in some form of residential establishment or required to
stay at a specific address away from home (eg. with a grandparent).

Points to bear in mind

This indicator shows how well councils are meeting the national target time for allocating a social
worker (supervising officer) and arranging for a visit to the child/family to take place as the first
step in the programme of work with the child.

Appropriate qualifications for care staff are established by the Scottish Social Services Council.
This indicator reflects the proportion of staff holding social work, social care and some other
qualifications, which are sufficient to meet qualification requirements for residential care.
